Also present was Executive Director, Lisa Bradford, PHM Jessica Kelley and Attorneys Sarah Willis and Jerry Bible.  
The Chairman declared a quorum present and the meeting was open for business. 
Derek Young, Senior Auditor for Johnson, Hickey, Murchison presented both the SPHA and the SPEH FYE 2020 Audits.  Both audits were shown in a very positive light, including no findings for either entity.

Commissioner Shannon Duggar made a motion to approve the board agenda for the November 16th, 2020 meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Mary Faye Payne.  All were in favor of approving the board agenda and the motion carried.   
Commissioner Shannon Duggar made a motion to approve the October meeting minutes.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Mary Faye Payne. All were in favor of approving the October regularly scheduled meeting minutes and the motion carried.

Commissioner Mary Faye Payne made a motion to approve the October financials.  The motion was seconded by Chairman Bill Lawrence.  All were in favor and the motion carried. 
Old Business:
For discussion under Old Business was the voting of a Vice Chairman for the South Pittsburg Housing Authority Board.  Chairman Bill Lawrence made a motion that Commissioner Mary Faye Payne be appointed as the Vice Chairman for the SPHA.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Shannon Duggar.  All were in favor-Aye and the motion carried.  
New Business:

The first item of new business was the approval from the board for the purchase of a Turkey or Ham for the employees for Thanksgiving.  This purchase is made from Foodland here in South Pittsburg and paid for out of the Management Fee Account.  Vice Chairman Mary Faye Payne made the motion to purchase these for the employees.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Shannon Duggar.  All were in favor-Aye and the motion was so ordered. 
The second item of new business was the approval from the board for bonus checks for the employees for Christmas paid out of the Management Fee Account.  Vice Chairman Mary Faye Payne made a suggestion that due to the pandemic going around and because the SPHA would not be able to have our annual Christmas Luncheon with employees and Commissioners, that we split what that cost would typically be and divide that up among each of the employees and add that to the regular $ 200.00 bonus given.  All Commissioners agreed and after a brief discussion, Chairman Bill Lawrence made a motion to give each employee $ 350.00 as a Christmas bonus and to forgo the Employee/Commissioner Christmas Luncheon this year.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Shannon Duggar.  All were in favor-Aye and the motion was so ordered. 
Commission Reports, Comments, Questions:
Lisa Bradford notified the board that due to the virus as well, that the SPHA decided to give out Thanksgiving plates to the Elderly this year, forgoing our Annual Thanksgiving celebration.  Plates were ordered by The Dixie Freeze and they would be individually boxed up and hand delivered by the office to each of the residents at Chester Powell this year.  
Lisa Bradford asked the board if they would like to forgo the December meeting due to having no new business and the Monday of the meeting falling on the week of Christmas.  Commissioner Shannon Duggar made a motion to forgo the December board meeting.  The motion was seconded by Vice Chairman Mary Faye Payne and the motion was so ordered.  
Lastly, the RAD presentation that was placed on the Agenda for this meeting has been postponed.

After no further business to be brought before the board, Vice Chairman Mary Faye Payne made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was seconded by Chairman Bill Lawrence.  All were in favor and we stand adjourned.
